Creating 4 New Parish Teams  
 

Greetings to our fellow parishioners.  Just a reminder that the Parish Pastoral Council will be creating 4 new Parish 
Teams as part of our strategic planning process.  Each of the Parish Teams will address a specific area of need identified 
by the parish community and which also support the recently announced goals of the Faith in Our Future Cohort 19 Team.   

The 4 New Parish Teams to be created are as follows: 

The St. Catharine School Team -- to help support the new 5-year Strategic Plan for the school. 

A Youth Ministry and Family Faith Formation Team -- under the guidance of Fr. Martin OõReilly.  

The Technology Team -- to help leverage our marketing, communications, and advertising activities as a parish. 

The Hospitality Team -- to create the most welcoming environment for all our parishioners as well as to build 
stronger bridges to our local community. 

During the month of June, the Parish Pastoral Council will be looking to recruit parishioners who have an interest in serving 
on any one of these 4 Parish Teams.  Each of the Parish Teams will work closely with the Parish Pastoral Council during the 
next year to help develop specific objectives and an Action Plan that can support each of these targeted areas.  
Representatives of the Parish Pastoral Council will be on hand at each of the Parish Ministry Fairs on June 4th and 
June 11th to address any questions parishioners may have regarding the formation of the Parish Teams along with 
sign-up sheets for those interested in volunteering for this important parish initiative. 

The Pastoral Council will provide a further update in late June on our recent efforts to refine/develop a Parish Mission 
Statement, a Parish Vision Statement, and a Statement of Parish Core Values.  In the meantime, we welcome your continued 
input and support for this important planning initiative.  Please feel free to send your comments and/or any specific 
interest you may have in volunteering to serve on any one of the 4 Parish Teams to Jack Kirnan of the Parish 
Pastoral Council at jackvkirnan@gmail.com.
