Tenebrae at St Catharineôs 

Bishop OõConnell will lead a traditional Tenebrae 

service in both English and Latin, at St. Catharine 

Church on the Wednesday of Holy Week at 7.30PM.  A 

modified version of the template created by Msgr. 

Martin B. Hellriegel (1890-1981) - an apostolic 

protonotary influential in promoting liturgical reforms 

of Pope Pius X11 in Mediator Dei, will be used.  A 

schola from the Westminster Conservatory of Music, 

Lawrenceville, and readers, will be the main 

participants voicing the texts, allowing the 

congregation to act as prayerful witnesses.  

Tenebrae, an ancient prayer custom which means 

òshadowsó occurs on Wednesday of Holy Week, also 

known as òSpy Wednesdayó, opening the sacred 

Triduum.  Basically a funeral service for the Lord, 

Tenebrae takes place primarily in the dark.

As an Irishman, I have come to notice that there are different 
kinds of Irish people.  Recently, (around St Patrickõs Day) I had 
the pleasure of meeting a number of òonce a year Irishmenó.  
They come out of the woodwork that time of year.  Every pub 
is crowded with them.  

Here in church at this time of the year, we get to meet many of 
the once a year (or twice a year) Catholics.  We see a lot of 
people we donõt ordinarily see, on Ash Wednesday, and of 
course, even more on this weekend of Palm Sunday.  Ashes 
and Palms; today we welcome the A & P Catholics! 

Now if you are an A&P Catholic, donõt get me wrong.  I am 
not a Palm Sunday Grinch.  I am not so steeped in authentic 
Catholicism as to forget that we all share a lot more than we 
disagree on.  Wherever our origins are from, whether we are 
from Europe, Africa or South America or anywhere else, now 
we are all Americans, and we share a common legacy and a 
common history.  And since we are all here today, we also 
share, and celebrate with varying intensity, a common faith and 
a common religious heritage.  And we all celebrate it in a 
different way, and with different levels of intensity and 
commitment.     

Today, Palm Sunday, marks the beginning of Holy Week 
ð the most solemn and important week of the year for 
Catholics throughout the world.  The schedule of liturgies at 
St. Catharine-St. Margaretõs can be found elsewhere in this 
bulletin.  Please look at it.  I hope that you can participate to 
the greatest degree possible.  You owe it to yourself and to your 
Savior to be counted amongst those who solemnly observe the 
sacred mysteries of our redemption on Thursday, Friday and 
Saturday of this holy week. 

In addition to the solemn Holy Week solemnities, this 
year, the parish is honored to welcome Bishop OõConnell 
on Wednesday for solemn celebration of Tenebrae. 
During the ceremony, 15 candles stand vigil on a 
triangular stand called a òhearseó.  Matins and Lauds 
prayers from the Divine Office ðusing readings from Holy 
Thursdayñare recited and sung solemnly, with a candle 
being extinguished in between the prayers, slowly 
bringing the worship space into almost complete 
darkness.  When all the candles have been extinguished, a 
loud clash occurs symbolizing the death of Jesus.  The 
òstrepitusó - Latin for ògreat noiseó symbolizes the 
earthquake that followed Jesusõ death, and is sometimes 
made by church hymnals against the pews, slamming 
hymnals shut or the congregation stamping their feet.  
One candle is then lit, symbolizing Christ, and the 
assembly disperses in silence.
